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INTRODUCTION

The 88th Texas Legislature
session created the Cypress
Creek Drainage Improvement
District by House Bill 5334,
authored by state Representative
Sam Harless, R-Spring, that was
signed into law by Texas Governor
Greg Abbott on June 18, 2023. This
special purpose district was
created to address flooding along
the Cypress Creek watershed.

The District encompasses the
Cypress Creek and Little Cypress
Creek watersheds, excluding the
cities of Waller and Prairie View. For
the first time, 500,000 citizens who
live within the Cypress Creek
Watershed have a single
governmental entity to represent
their interests in flood mitigation
and resiliency.

The District is governed by a
temporary board of five directors
and will require an election to
select five permanent directors
and confirm the creation of the
district prior to Sept. 1, 2027. The
District does not have the powers
of eminent domain, to impose a
tax or issue bonds under current
law.

This report documents the
accomplishments achieved in
2024, 2025 along with plans for
2026, 2027.

[HE NEED

The majority of the homes and
properties located with the
boundaries of the Cypress Creek
Watershed and Little Cypress Creek
Watershed are located in
unincorporated Northwest Harris
County.

Comprehensive flood resiliency
planning focused solely on dealing
with flooding issues affecting the
unincorporated Cypress Creek
Watershed citizenry is needed.
